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The ultimate purpose of understanding prehistoric communities is evidently better served by the
combination and interrelation of information from different archaeological sources. In this presentation we
will try to combine knowledge deriving from pictorial evidence with data gathered from pottery remains of
the Cyclades during the early Late Bronze Age.

We will focus on five ceremonial practices either illustrated in the scenes narrated on the frescoes or
evidenced by the material remains found at the prehistoric settlement of Akrotiri on Thera, and we will trace
which pottery equipment could possibly have served these festivities (poster). Iconographic parallels, to the
degree that this is possible, coming from the other two well-known LC sites that of Agia Irene on Keos (fig.
1) and Phylakopi on Melos (fig. 3), will be included.

In the first section of the presentation the evidence for feasting ceremonies, nature celebrations/ fertility rites
and initiation rituals, as these are implied by the wall paintings are evaluated. Additionally, the
archaeological remains found at Akrotiri that corroborate the practice of another two rites, that of foundation
depositions and ancestral rites for the appeasement of chthonic powers, as well as sacrificial rituals, will be
presented.

In the second section taking in account the pottery assemblages of the three most thoroughly excavated
buildings at the site of Akrotiri, that of the West House, the House of the Ladies and Xeste 3, we will
examine selectively specific pottery types in connection to the above mentioned ceremonies. By
contextualizing these types in each household, and by distinguishing the sets into which they belong, we will
try to distinguish the public and/or private character of certain feasts.

Theran pottery standardization creates a unifying picture for the community as a whole, although closer
analysis of the contexts, the special shapes, and the decoration of some vases lead us to ascribe differences
between the various buildings, one of which, Xeste 3, served special purposes. Quantitative comparisons of
specific types of vessels of that building with other houses in the settlement help us evaluate its function
concerning initiation rites.

Stylistic choices of unigque items may point towards individualized preferences or ritual necessities, but the
trend of coordinating the decoration of certain ‘special clay types’ to the general thematic decoration of a
building shows a premeditated organization, which further research on the subject will unravel.

Finally the wide adoption of Minoan symbolic apparatus is assessed, estimating at the same time the
insistence on some timeless/diachronic types of the Cycladic repertoire.
