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ABSTRACT

Almost thirty years after the first publication of the Troubled Island, a large amount of data has been
accumulated from excavations and the study of the eruption of the Santorini volcano in Late Minoan
[A/Late Cycladic I. Amazingly, not long after we published our volume, two important works were
produced — by the Sakellarakises for Archanes, and Lefteris Platon for Zakros. These prompted a
rethink of the evidence that had previously been available to us.

Firstly, it slowly became clear that the Middle Minoan III period was of immense importance
at a number of Cretan sites with the succeeding Late Minoan IA period being one of crucial changes
that we had previously thought to have been a Late Minoan IB phenomenon. The logical conclusion
is that problems already existed on the island of Crete before the eruption of Thera.

Then the image of Crete becomes more difficult to understand with disruptions before and after
the eruption. New evidence from Thera indicates that there was an earthquake well in advance of the
eruption, apparently causing a tsunami unrelated to the succeeding eruption. Later, with the
cataclysmic eruption itself, tsunamis are in evidence to the north, east and south-east of the Aegean as
well as on the Anatolian littoral. Following this event, now almost certainly to be dated within the
middle to later 16th century BC, some sites exhibit changes and contractions, while others like Zakros,
may experience a renewal followed by destructions which have long been the hallmark of the Late
Minoan IB period. That these destructions were neither simultaneous nor even mono-causal seems
now to be clear, with evidence, not only for more than one phase of LM IB at a number of sites, but
also for human destruction at sites like Palaikastro, and earthquake at sites like Archanes.

So, the situation was much more complex than we ever imagined in 1997. A wholesale
Mycenaean take-over of the whole of Crete now seems implausible, despite the post-LM IB evidence
for Mycenaean-type burials at Chania found in the early 2000s and at Knossos during the campaigns
of Arthur Evans. The archaeological landscape of the Cyclades and Crete seems to be evolving at a
rapid rate, so much so that our views today could well be altered in the not-too-distant future.
